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1.- Virtual Gender Institute

This module is composed by HHRR and Technological Infraestructure for the design, implementation, delivery and evaluation of Gender e.Learning Objects

The Virtual Gender Institute will perform all the tasks required for the implementation of the syllabus of the Gender Virtual Campus to grant  the sustainability of the Website once the two year fund  from the UE alis program ends.

2.- Virtual Gender Discussion Area

This module is composed by virtual interactive technologies (i.e. forums, news, chats, e-mails, etc.) that could promote:

· Understanding of the impact of  "Gender and ITCs strategies" from meeting the KM Challenges in a Global Networked Knowledge Economy. 

· a debate about the means to strenghten links between productive SME's, University Centres Research and Society in a multicultural context between Europe and Latin-America.

· the process that enables organisations to assume gender issues as the best methodology  to improve  competitivness and  quality of life.

· requirements on  gender learning objects from these organisations.

· inclusion of gender learning object in current training programs.

· development of  Gender Net-learning Virtual communities among female support groups and computer-enthusiast sub-cultures. 

3  Gender Virtual Campus 

This module will be implemented with courses for demonstration in the practice of the effectiveness of the gender e-learning objects in the promotion of a societal change in "gender e-work international organisation of KM". 

The starting point will be a set of courses aimed to the awareness of the collaborative and target population about gender issues with combination of traditional educational methodologies on distance education with innovative ones.
